














o There must be a willingness on the part of those in power to ruthlessly take
what is not theirs (land and resources in particular} and betray those who
are close before they themselves are betrayed.

¢ They musi-have the understanding that this psychopathic process alone is
what offers security in one’s lifetime.

e They must understand that this is a multi-century long process that has
never been accomplished fully and permanently in commonly known
history, so the illusive cnd game of absolute power may only be a myth but
nonetheless must be pursued ruthlessly to stay in the game.

o Lastly, there must be as a starting point the control of all wealth. In times
past this could have been land or shipping lanes and trade routes, but in
recent centuries it is central banking and the ability to i1ssue currency.

From a historical and logical perspective, the above is fairly clear. The kings
of past eras have lost their power by being good kings, fair kings or generous Kings.
Ruthless kings who were clever and feared power in the hands of the common people
seemed to have always managed to retain their own power because of what the were
willing to do to keep it. It is no different today.

At the last changing of the power paradigm, kings and queens in general
(whose power was based on the land they controtled) lost out to a new generation of
bankers when the vehicles for storing wealth changed with the times. The advent of
corporations produced another paradigmn shift which has now come close to unseating
governmental power, but that transition is not yet concluded and the banks have
positioned themselves equally in both camps so as not to be displaced.

Money, and even gold for that matter, are conceptual forms of wealth and no
one could have imagined that they would undermine Jand, but they did and it is both a
blessing and a curse for the fledgling ideal of equality.

For deceptions to exist across an entire society at a significant enough level to
effectively control i1, there are a number of other conditions that must exist:

e There must be the contro! of the information dissemination systems. There
is not full control here but the control is adequate enough to create the
public narrative whose real power is creating a default majority view
among those who simply accept as true (more or less) what they are told.
Being a social creature, this majority power has more influence on man
than it perhaps should, but this is the human condition. Those outside the
majority view are kept in line by an unwillingness to oppose the majority.

¢ Using the control over the information dissemination systems there must
be the knowledge and ability to effectively create Hegelian Dialectic
ideological constructs over the population to define the outer parameters of
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thought and opinion and to hide true agendas behind the established but
false ideological boundaries.

¢ There must be control over education. This has been pretty well
accomplished, and although the lag time is about 20 years from birth to
young adulthood through the methodic process of creating compliant
workers, the tweaking of the education system allows for fairly predictable
results at the final outcome in a very basic way. It still remains
substantially overshadowed by parenting in terms of overall influence
which 1s why the whole institution of the family has been under such
attack for decades now.

» The political system must imbue the public with the illusion of freedom
while allocating direct control of the major issues to the monied powers.
This certainly is the case now in the west, but could not have been
predicted that this would certainly be the case even 50 years ago.

» There must be a control over the entertainment venues to allow subtle
ideas to be slipped into the public consciousness. Hollywood, the music
industry and the publishing of entertainment related novels are highly
controlled in this way.

o There must be control over the legal and judicial systems which will serve
to contain individuals within the public from using the systemic power to
launch attacks against the established powers.

¢ There must be a system of wvisible and official power that is accountable
for all the ills of the world that the real powers can hide behind when
attacked. Naturally, as ‘much as possible will be blamed on greed,
incompetence, modernity (as in the false case of global warming), nature
and anything else that short-circuits the blame game, but as the final
barrier to an unrelenting assault, someone other than the ruling elite must
be in place to shouider the blame. This s where the system of cutouts
comes in to play.

To accomplish theincremental push toward greater and greater control it takes
an aggressive effort to proactively beat down the will of the people to resist authority
and force them to submut to defeat; not defeat to an enemy but to life itself. People can
be defeated in basically three areas; physically, financially and mentally. This is
where the class war ramps up 1o a level of cruelty that is hard for most to imagine.

It has been documented that the banking powers have financed both sides of
most wars in the last hundred years, including what is now happening in Syria. There
is no greater cruelty than financing both sides of a war but somehow if it doesn’t
apply to one’s own self, the concept is really not understood for the cruelty it is.

The end product of this cruelty is not necessarily death. In most cases it is
despair, unease, physicai weakness and disability, apathy, greed, selfishness,
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confusion, passivity, addiction or anything that takes away from a person’s ability to
fight against the tyranny that is reigning down upon them. Ofien times though 1t is
death, destruction and suffering beyond imagination in the personal lives of miilions
of peopte.

It is not difficult to understand ihat people in poor health, difficult financial
predicaments or a chronic state of mental imbalance in any number of ways by any
number of methods would be too preoccupied to contemplate an enemy they were
conditioned to believe does not exist. To then be required to unite with others and
fight to defeat it is far too much hardship for the many who are already defeated. This
is the essence of both the class war and the environmental conditions necessary for
absolute control to emerge.
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
