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The present study explored the language learning styles of 134 Thai secondary school
students of English as a foreign language.  The study identified two distinct groups of
students. The first group consisted of 114 boys and the second group comprised of 20
girls with regard to gender differences in learning styles. The subjects were attending
boys' and girls' middle school in.Chiang Mai Wichai Wittaya Bilingual School. Style
use was assessed through a bilingual English/Thai version of Reid’s (1987) Perceptual
_ Lgargi_pgﬁtglﬁeﬂ]&i@fgr.ence Survey for Language Learni{ng (PLSPS). Based on the
reported frequency of perceptual leaming styles used by the participating students, the
major findings were that 99 (74%) of the students employed the kinesthetic style,
which was dominant, followed by 64 students (48%) who preferred the visual style

and 55 students (44%) who preferred the tactile learning style. Students’ first choice

of negligible learning style was individual learning. According to the study males like
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to learn by seeing things while females strongly prefer to learn through visual
learning. Male students like to study with others and value group work more than
females.

In general the Witchai Wittaya Secondary School Thai students responded positively
to the survey. They exhibited multiple learning styles, and gender had a significant

influence on their learning style.
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
